Today, the quest for lithium is gaining traction in Nigeria, with competition
becoming increasingly fierce. In Nigeria, lithium is currently mined in
Nassarawa, Kogi, Kwara, Ekiti, and Cross River States. In 2018, Kian Smith
Trade & Co, a Nigerian mining company, announced the discovery of 15,000
tonnes of commercial lithium in Nigeria.
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Why is lithium demand rising in India?

The surge in lithium demand is driven by the EV market, which accounted for

over 70 percent of the global lithium consumption in 2024, according to the
India-based research firm.
