Can Norway's buildings generate enough solar energy?

A new study has revealed that Norway’s buildings could generate enough
solar energy to meet nearly half of the country’s annual electricity demand.

Is solar power a viable option in Norway?

Norwegian hydropower is currently so cheap that power companies do not
consider it attractive to build solar power plants in Norway. In recent years,
however, companies have started selling or leasing solar systems to private
customers and businesses in Norway. Despite the low energy prices, solar
power is growing rapidly in Norway.
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How much solar power does Norway have?

As of the beginning of 2025, the total installed capacity for solar power in
Norway was 767 MW. In 2023, over 90 percent of the solar power capacity
was connected to the Norwegian power grid. Around 5 percent of solar
installations in Norway had an installed capacity of more than 50 kW in 2023.
